Safety Reminder - Drop Off and Pick up Times

We aim to run the safest school we possibly can. We have teachers
and office staff standing at the gates at drop off and pick times to
ensure strangers do not come onto the property from the street.
We are a large school with 430 children attending, each child is
brought by an adult. That is a lot of people accessing school
morning and evening.

Due to the large number of people coming onto the playgrounds
at morning and afternoon pick up, we ask that only 1 parent /
carer comes up to school for drop off / pick up.

If parents are bringing Catherine Junior School children onto the
infant school playground, the children must come in with the
adult, stand with them and leave with the adult. Junior children
must not be walking in alone, running around the playground or
using the outdoor equipment. Any unaccompanied junior children
will be asked to stand with the teacher on the gate until their
parent / carer is found.
